Pou do not need to tell a scholar why
Tdigvom ig useful, or explain Fivelity or Justice to a general. So it ig that by focusing on what people should do, and
showing them holw that changes their world today, by building for the conquered a hogpital and an agueduct and bringing
in grain by the wagonload to the hunary, that pou bring them to pour congregations.

In the Commontwealth, you see, the same philogophy is taught to all - it is not a matter of teaching that, sap, Courage is
someholv more good for the person than Tdisvom, of teaching that the will-to-succeed and the will-to-surbive or the lust-
for-life and the lust-for-blood are somehotn not coexisting partners.
