However, it seems as though Ironheart has studied the Volodny of Varushka
and sought to make itself functionally immortal through the power of potent
magical pacts. The only sure way to destroy Lorkon Ironheart for all time is
through the Wand of Eyes; an item which, in the right hands, can pierce the

As a gesture of good faith, I am passing on information that Ironheart has
arranged for the Wand of Eyes to be located in a remote location in High

Chalcis called “Moab’s Mound”.

It may be that your Sentinel Gate may open a portal to Moab’s Mound there
and you would be able to stage a raid to retrieve the Wand from its resting
place. It is unlikely that Lorkon Ironheart will be there in person, but there
may be minor Heralds of Jaheris and some of Ironheart’s Druj allies protecting
